Jock 98.7 Edwards in the Afternoon interviewed Coach Kim Gladden and Coach Jim Scott.  The Everton Lady Tigers have a 3-6 season.  Gladden is hopeful about the season and the Girls’ Basketball program.  Coach Gladden spoke highly of the current basketball team and also of past players’ effort to make the Girls’ program a success.  Mike Edwards took great interest in the small size of the girls’ team.  Gladden told Edwards about each of the girls and complimented each girl and her abilities.  Coach Gladden gave kudos to her team for being brave enough to come out for basketball, “This is not just the small steps, but giant steps for the basketball program.”  Edwards inquired about the other activities the girls are involved in.  Kim was quick to point out that these girls are also volleyball players, cheerleaders and even encouraged to try out for the upcoming track team.  Edwards was amazed that the same girls who go out on the floor as competing basketball players change quickly to crowd pleasing cheerleaders.  Coach Gladden had a very positive interview about her team, her pride in the Lady Tigers and in the Everton School.  
Coach Scott’s interview followed.  The boys have a current record of 9-3.  Edwards started the interview talking about conference changes and Everton’s recent move to the Mark Twain Conference.  Coach Scott said the the change was due to the need to compete with schools that have the same enrollment size.  This conference has competitors like Chadwick, Bradleyville, Hurley, New Covenant and Niangua.  Scott remarked that he has been closely watching the other teams so Everton will be ready for the new challenges.  Edwards questioned if it is more like a learning curve, learning as you go against these other teams.  Again, Edwards brought up his amazement of the small town, small school story.  Coach Scott reinforced the idea that these students invest not only a lot of time in these activities, but invest time in their home lives as well.  Milking, taking care of calves, and farming are all a part of these hard working kids lives.  Scott notes that his team is made up of 10 players.  Impressive, considering that more than half the student body is made up of girls.  Scott tributes ball camps as help against the bigger schools.  Edwards inquired about other programs available to boys.  Track and field and baseball are the only programs we have offered.  The interview ended with compliments of a great season and reminder that districts will be in Aurora.
